The City of Flushing is accepting bids for the sale of the following properties:


Property No. 55-25-200-052 - Includes 24.82 acres, and lies north of the Woodland Pond Condominium Development, and includes an area of water entitled “The Blue Pond.”  Said parcel is currently undeveloped, and is accessed off of Woodland Ponds Court.  The property is currently zoned R-1, Residential, Single-Family development.  The City of Flushing reserves easement for storm water drainage on this property.


Part of Property No. 55-34-100-021 – Three vacant parcels are for sale, which front on Seymour Road.  The parcels are described in a survey, which is located in the City of Flushing administrative offices, and are labeled as Parcel A, Parcel B and Parcel C.  Parcel A includes 1.28 acres with 150’ of frontage on Seymour Road; Parcel B includes 1.50 acres with 150’ frontage on Seymour Road; and Parcel C includes 1.41 acres with 171.57’ frontage on Seymour Road.  All parcels are zoned R-3A, Multi-Family Residential District.  These parcels will be sold individually. 

Property No. 55-26-552-094 – The former police station, located at 323 E. Main Street, Flushing, Michigan, with approximately 97’ frontage on Main Street, and 114’ frontage on Beech Street.  A survey for this parcel is located in the City of Flushing administrative offices.  The property is zoned OS-1, Office-Service District.  The first floor building area is approximately 1,064 square feet, with a full basement.  The second floor area is approximately 380 square feet.

In accordance with Flushing City Ordinance Section 36.25, the city will receive competitive bids for these properties.  All bids must be submitted in a sealed envelope, and the parcel identification clearly marked on the envelope for each property being bid.  Bids must be delivered to the Flushing City Clerk/Treasurer, 725 E. Main Street, Flushing, Michigan, 48433, no later than 10:00 a.m. on the last Friday of each month.  Bids will be publicly opened on that date and at that time.  The city reserves the right to reject any or all bids, and waive any irregularities in said bids, and further reserves the right to accept any bid, which it deems to best serve the City of Flushing.  All bids will be presented to the Flushing City Council at the next regularly scheduled city council meeting.
