Consider Resolution 2019-02-11A – a Resolution to Authorize Local Match for
Transportation Improvement Program Projects and Congestion Mitigation Air Quality
Program Project in FY 2020-2023 – Councilmember Gray offered the following Resolution
2019-02-11A and moved its adoption, second by Gault:

WHEREAS, the City of Flushing anticipates receiving federal road preservation funds and
congestion mitigation air quality funds distributed through the Federal Highway Administration
and the Michigan Department of Transportation; and
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WHEREAS, the City of Flushing submitted an application for these said funds for the milling
and resurfacing of East Main Street (Flint River to McKinley Road) at an estimated cost of
$434,696 of which up to 80% of costs for such project ($347,757), including engineering, are
eligible under the transportation improvement program (TIP); and

WHEREAS, the City of Flushing submitted an application for these said funds for the milling
and resurfacing of Seymour Road (West Pierson Road to Emily Street) at an estimated cost of
$214,238 of which up to 80% of costs for such project ($171,390), including engineering, are
eligible under the transportation improvement program (TIP); and

WHEREAS, the City of Flushing submitted an application for these said funds for the
construction of a roundabout (Flushing/Pierson/Main) at an estimated cost of $1,062,500 of
which up to 80% of costs for such project ($680,000) are eligible under the congestive mitigation
air quality program (CMAQ) and safety components are eligible for 100 percent federal funding.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Flushing City Council authorizes receiving
federal funds in the amount of $135,053 and allocating a required local match of $33,763 to the
East Main Street project, which does not include engineering costs and or sidewalk
improvements, estimated at $46,400, required under the Americans with Disability Act.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Flushing City Council authorizes
receiving federal funds in the amount of $171,390, which includes engineering costs, and
allocating a required local match of $42,848 to the Seymour Road project.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Flushing City Council authorizes
receiving federal funds in the amount of $680,000 under the Congestive Mitigation Air Quality
Program for the construction of a roundabout at Flushing/Pierson/Main and allocating a required
local match of $382,500.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Employer hereby establishes or has
established a money purchase retirement plan (the “Plan”) in the form of:

The ICMA Retirement Corporation Governmental Money
Purchase Plan & Trust, pursuant to the specific provisions of the
Adoption Agreement

The Plan shall be maintained for the exclusive benefit of eligible employees and their
beneficiaries; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Employer hereby adopts the Declaration of Trust of
VantageTrust, intending this adoption to be operative with respect to any retirement or deferred
compensation plan subsequently established by the employer, if the assets of the plan are to be
invested in VantageTrust.
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BE IT FURTHER RESLOVED that the Employer hereby agrees to serve as trustee under the
Plan and to invest funds held under the Plan in VantageTrust; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager/City Treasurer shall be the coordinator
for the Plan; shall receive reports, notices, etc., from ICM Retirement Corporation or
VantageTrust; shall cast, on behalf of the Employer, any required votes under VantageTrust;
may delegate any administrative duties relating to the Plan to appropriate departments; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Employer hereby authorizes the City Clerk to execute
all necessary agreements with ICMA Retirement Corporation incidental to the administration of
the Plan.

Pursuant to your request, ROWE Professional Services Company is pleased to provide this proposal for
next year’s local street paving improvements. It is our understanding the city will receive grant money
totaling approximately $43,000 through the Michigan Department of Transportation Safety Grant
Program for pavement markings on East Pierson Road. Construction is estimated at $667,000 and will
involve pavement milling, repair and overlay on the following streets:

 Myrtle Street (Chamberlain Street to Coutant Street - already designed)

 Warren Avenue (Main Street to Coutant Street)
 E. Pierson Road (Elms Road to the Point-Flushing Road)

Our fee to provide design engineering is $29,000 (4.5% of the construction estimate). This cost is based
upon providing all work required to prepare the contract bid packages and advertise the project for
construction. In anticipation of the future Main Street and East Pierson Road diet (4 to 3 lanes), ROWE
will provide a conceptual layout of the road diet from Chamberlain Street to Elms Road including the
roundabout at Main / Pierson / Flushing Roads to plan for future road diet construction. This will also
provide construction cost efficiencies. A breakdown of our fee is attached.
