Dear Property Owner:

This correspondence is in regards to the stop work order placed at 1570 Flushing Road, Flushing,
MI 48433 on Wednesday, December 18, 2019. The residential structure on the parcel of land was
demolished, which was not in compliance with signed and sealed drawings dated July 2, 2019
from Creekwood Architecture, Inc. (page AS).

This project required and was granted site plan approval from the Flushing Planning
Commission, per Article 6 — site plan review, Section 153.602(a). The commission’s approval
was based on the signed and sealed drawings dated July 2, 2019 from Creeckwood Architecture,
Ine.

Drawings signed and sealed by Creekwood Architecture, Ine. modified as of August 19, 2019

were received December 20, 2019 at Flushing City Hall. Page A5-Exterior Elevations has been
modified however does not include a revision date. Page A5 no longer includes the text, “exist.
structure to be removed and rebuilt and exist. structure to remain” designated by a vertical line.




The structure and land use (fraternity house) was designated as legal nonconforming because the
parcel of land is zoned single family residential and a fraternity/sorority house use is permitted
by right in a high density residential district. With the removal of the entire structure the non-
conformity status is eliminated per Section 153.1005(6)-Nonconforming uses of structures and
land.

The property owner has the following options for consideration to attain compliance with the
City of Flushing’s Zoning Code of Ordinances:

1. Request the parcel of land to be placed in a zoning district that will allow for a
Fraternity/Sorority land use.
2. Submit an application before the Zoning Board of Appeals for a use variance.

Building permit PB19-1209 was issued and approved based on the Creekwood Architects
drawings dated July 2, 2019, which were approved by the Planning Commission on July 15,
2019. An issued building permit needs to be in conformity with the provisions of the City of
Flushing Zoning Code and all of its amendments (Section 153.1304). There is uncertainty on
how the issued building permit can be in compliance with the zoning code when the entire
structure has been demolished.

While a decision is being made on how to continue, the City of Flushing requests the following
items for the project’s building folder:

L. Soil erosion permit or waiver issued by Genesee County Drain Commissioner
2. Documentation from Consumers Energy stating there is no electric and gas
service to the structure

In addition, the building site needs to be secured with a fence and locking gates to ensure public
safety. There was a fence around the structure per the administrative order issued under the
Dangerous Building ordinance. The fence has not returned nor has the entrance to the property
been closed / locked properly since demolition commenced.

That being said the following is the
cost estimate for amulti-use truck. | did check to see if arear load garbage body was an option
and it isnot for this set up, it isatruck specific body. All pricing is based on MI-DEAL state
contracts.

Cab and chassis- $86,639.58

Swap loader option with plows and hydraulics- $71,000.00 (no body attachment included)
Dump box- $18,900.00

V-box salter- $26,400.00

Chipper box- $11,000.00 (we currently use our 1-ton truck, but could use on alarger truck)

Total cost-$213,939.58
Other bodies are available such as, flat bed and cargo box, however we really would not have
enough need to justify the cost.
